Plaster and lath work

A Some plaster and
lath (thin strips of
wood) between
the timber purlins
needed replacing
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A lost treasure revealed

A Removing the gold carpet
over the altar pavement ¢ B
revealed the original
marble mosaic floor laid
down in the 1870s

A It will cost up to £20k to
restore the mosaic and
until then the sanctuary
and high altar area cannot
be used for worship
